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Moscow, 14 November 2018

International Book Fair for Quality Literature “non/fictio№” which marks its 20th anniversary this year will take place at the Central House of Artists on Krymsky Val Street from 28 November through 2 December 2018 under the patronage of the Federal Agency for Publishing and Mass Communications. 

Participating in the non/fictio№20 will be some 300 big and small publishing houses, book-selling companies and cultural institutions from 24 countries. This year exhibiting their books and taking part in the program of events will be representatives from the following countries: Bulgaria, Great Britain, Germany, Hungary, Israel, Spain, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Norway, Poland, Russia, Slovenia, USA, Taiwan, Ukraine, Faeroe Islands, Finland, France, Czech Republic, Chile, Sweden, Estonia, and Japan. Visitors will see the best new books on most various subjects, including literary fiction, nonfiction, scholarly and popular science books, memoires, business and reference books, and much else.

At the entrance to the main zone of the book fair you will find the collective stand of the non-commercial partnership “Alliance of Independent Publishers and Booksellers” which unites book organizations from Vladivostok, Vologda, Yekaterinburg, Izhevsk, Kazan, Moscow, Novosibirsk, Orenburg, St Petersburg, and Tver. This year, 35 small publishers will display their new books on the collective stand of the “Alliance of Independent Publishers and Booksellers”. Their participation in the non/fictio№20 has been financially supported by the Federal Agency for Publishing and Mass Communications. 

The program of events at non/fictio№20 will offer more than 400 events taking place non-stop during the five days of the book fair in eight venues and also at the publishers’stands. This year some changes have been made in the arrangement and structure of these venues: Seminar Zone #2 moved to Hall 2 on the mezzanine floor of the Central House of Artists; in Hall 19 on the third floor a new venue will open: Seminar Zone #3.

Following the fine tradition of the book fair the program of events includes meetings with well-known Russian and foreign writers, poets, playwrights, book-illustrators, translators, literary critics, scholars, film-makers, travellers, and public figures. Extensive programs have also been prepared by Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia. They joined forces to present “Baltic Day in Literary Café”. See below information on the programs of Norway and Poland. But the focus of the foreign program of events at non/fictio№20 will be presentations of sixteen famous Italian authors as well as publishing professionals and officials from the Italian and Russian side. 

Guest of Honor at NON/FICTIO№20 – Italy
IN 2018, for the first time in the history of the International Book Fair of Quality Literature non/fictio№ Italy is going to be its guest of honor. 

Russian-Italian interaction will take place within the framework of a special program undertaken on the initiative of the Book and Reading Center and worked out jointly with the Italian Embassy and the Italian Culture Institute in Moscow. The events prepared by the Italian side have been united under the heading “Italian Prospect” which is supposed to inspire associations with the main thoroughfares of the two Russian capitals and which pays tribute to the Italian artistic tradition, also hinting at the use of perspective in painting. 
The most famous contemporary Italian authors have been invited to take part in the program “Italian Prospect”. They include Antonio "Sualzo" Vincenti, Sandrone Dazieri, Paola Zannoner, Antonia Klugmann, Edoardo Nesi, Roberto Pazzi, Sandra Petrignani, Francesco Piccolo, Tommaso Pincio, Rosella Postorino, Alessandro Sanna, Beppe Severgnini, Matteo Strukul, Nadia Terranova, Fulvio Ervas, Helena Janeczek.
Their Russian colleagues will also appear in the program as well as publishing professionals and officials from Italy such as Grazia Gotti, Vladimir Grigoryev, Daniela di Sora, Victor Yerofeev, Irina Zakharova, Andrei Zubov, Flavia Cristiano, Marc Innaro, Ricardo Franco Levi, Alfieri Lorenzon, Tiziana Mascia, Elena Pasoli, Paola Passarelli, Zakhar Prilepin, Evgeny Reznichenko, Oleg Roy, Olga Sviblova, Evgeny Solonovich, Olga Strada, Oleg Filimonov, Anna Yampolskaya, Guzel Yakhina. The program consists of meetings with authors, recitals, and dialogues on exciting topical themes.
Multiple Italian participation in the International Book Fair of Quality Literature is good evidence of further development and strengthening of Russian-Italian cooperation. The pavilion of Italy as the guest of honor, organized by the Agency for Promoting and Internationalization of Italian Companies Abroad  is 160 square meters in size. The business area B2B will be the venue for meetings of publishing professionals from the two countries where 29 Italian publishers will participate while at the books section, organized by the Moskva Bookshop, some 2,000 titles, both in Italian and in Russian translation, will be offered for sale for the visitors of the book fair. Special section of the bookshop has been set aside for books by the Italian authors invited to the book fair.
The prospectus for the program “Italian Prospect” reads like a real literary magazine consisting of sections and containing professional literary surveys in the form of a dialogue with Russian colleagues. With its help one can learn about the main trends and personalities in the vanguard of the Italian literature and culture. Suffice it to say that “Italian Prospect” will present “contemporary detective novels”, one of the most significant genres of Italian literary renaissance (the section “Grand Detective Tour”); it will acquaint the reader with the biography of the greatest women of the 20th century and some other noted heroes of the Italian history (the section “Portraits”); it will shed light on the two sides of the writers’ work on the example of two successful Italian women authors of the recent period (“To Write means…”); and talks about numerous “Italian Wonders” through the prism of such key concepts as sea, people, food, history. Also spotlighted will be points of intersection among fiction, cinema, television, and art (“Crossover”); a special emphasis will be made on children’s literature (“Reading Sprouts”) and on the significance of language as an instruments of cultural communication and a source of personal growth (“Supporting Reading”).
The program will be supplemented by two exhibitions: the photo-reportage “Where can we find Elena Ferrante. Regional Aspects in world literature”) comprising 40 photographs by Ottavio Selitti who takes the viewer around the main locations mentioned in Elena Ferrante’s tetralogy L’amica geniale which is set in Naples; the exhibition “Children’s Book Illustration. The Best Italian Samples” consisting of 60 original works by 18 most talented and best-known Italian illustrators of children’s books. These exhibitions were organized by the Italian Cultural Institute jointly with the Bologna Fiere with the support of Emilia-Romagna Region and with the cooperation of the Russian State Children’s Library.
The non/fictio№ book fair provides opportunities for meeting people, generate new ideas and innovative solutions, and at the same time it is a convenient place for finding various ways of extending your contacts which has become possible thanks to Russian-Italian cultural exchanges. This is one more proof of our commitment to the ideas of cooperation and common goals which is a significant contribution to our joint activities in the publishing business and a pledge for its successful development. 
Great attention paid in Russia to the Italian participation in our book fair is exemplified by the fact that the leading Russian magazine Foreign Literature devoted a special issue, entitled Tales of Italy to the works of Italian writers and poets. Inspired by Italo Calvino’s book Le Citta Invisibili the magazine Art devoted two special issues to the stories about unknown places in Italy.
Italy’s participation in non/fictio№20 as a guest of honor has been supported by the following ministries and organizations in Italy: Ministry for Foreign Affairs and Cooperation, Italian Embassy in Moscow, Ministry for Economic Development, Ministry for Cultural Heritage and Cultural Activities, Agency for Promotion and Internationalization of Italian Companies Abroad, Italian Cultural Institute in Moscow, Italian Center for Books and Reading, and the Italian Publishers Association with the informational support of the Italian public radio and television company RAI. 
Programs of Other Foreign Participants
On Saturday 1 December, the Latvian Embassy, the Lithuanian Embassy, the Estonian Embassy, and the magazine Foreign Literature will jointly present the “Baltic Day in Literary Café”, a large-scale program of events devoted to the literatures of the Baltic countries. 
The program of the “Baltic Day” will open with the discussion of “Historical Memory in the Literatures of the Baltic Countries” focusing on the presentation of history and memory in the literatures of Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia. The speakers include authors and publishers from the Baltic countries and the event will be moderated by Elena Fanailova, journalist from Radio Liberty. This will be followed by the presentation of the special issue of the Foreign Literature magazine which marks the centenary of the foundation of the Lithuanian republic. Taking part in the presentation are the editor-in-chief of Foreign Literature Alexander Livergant, translators Anna Gerasimova and Maria Cepaitite, and writer Mindaugas Kwetkauskas. Another special issue of Foreign Literature magazine is devoted to classical and contemporary literatures of Latvia to be presented by Milda Sokolova. In the Latvian part of the program speakers will include the writers Daina Sirma and Inguna Ula Cepite. Estonian literature will be presented by the writer Maimu Berg, author of the autobiographical book Fashion House, and the historian Igor Korobov, author of the study Estland Immatriculated Gentry.
Friday 30 November at non/fictio№20 is the “Thematic Day of Norway” organized by the Norwegian Embassy in Moscow. Maja Lunde, author of The History of Bees, topping bestseller lists not only in Norway but in a number of other countries, will present her book. Presentation of the program “New Voices”, organized by the Norwegian literary agency NORLA, will be led by the senior advisor Dina Roll-Hansen and the writer Alfred Fidjestøl, author of the book Almost Human. The special projects: the issue of Foreign Literature magazine devoted to Scandinavian literatures and the theatrical series of the AST Press will be presented by Alexander Livergant and Darya Andreevva. Two round-table discussions: “The Hour of the Expert” and “The Hour of Translators” will consider the theme of the place of Norwegian literature in Russian culture, the most noteworthy names, mutual influence of the two literatures, traditions and the latest trends. Speakers at the events include Dina Roll-Hansen and the director of BIZ Moskau Anastasia Milekhina, also some literary critics, translators and librarians. 
Additionally to the program of Norway, which will be the guest of honor at the Frankfurt Book Fair in 2019, there will be a presentation of the literature of the Faeroe Islands.

The Polish program is offering presentations of the book Gugara by Andrzej Dybczak and the book’s translator Yuri Chainikov, depicting the life of a Siberian village through the eyes of a Polish traveller; meeting with the historian Piotr Gursztyn, and the presentation of the book Conversations with Executioner by Kazimier Moczarski containing striking evidence about the uprising in the Warsaw ghetto and the Second World War in general; presentation of selected poetry by Zbigniew Herbert, a major Polish poet of the 20th century, Renewal of Views, with the participation of the literary critic Andrzej Franaszek, specialist on Herbert’s heritage Józef Ruszar, and Anatoly Roitman, translator of Herbert’s poetry. Director of Text Publishers Olgert Libkin and translator Irina Adelgeim will present the book by Hanna Krall To the East of the Arbat about the Soviet Union, the book enjoyed great success in Poland in the 1970s.   
Key Events at NON/FICTIO№20
The Prize of the Publishing Community awarded by non/fictio№ book fair.
In 2016 International Book Fair of Quality Literature launched an annual “Prize of the Publishing Community”. This initiative was a logical continuation of the overall strategy of non/fictio№ designed to support and promote quality literature as well as independent small publishers as the main venues for generating intellectual new trends. This prize aims to extend the readership of intellectual literature, to restore the priority of expert knowledge and appreciation of books, and to consolidate the book world.
The theme of the prize in 2018: “Women’s Question in History and Culture”. The prize will be awarded to the best study into the role of women in history and culture. 
Debates on the role and mission of women have never abated in European culture for the last several centuries. Such debates considered the question from the viewpoint of morality, economics, politics, and art, and were conducted by the church, the state, and by secular thinkers. Discussions of the “women’s question” have become particularly acute from the middle of the 19th century with the emergence of various philosophical and art movements concerned with civil rights and women’s emancipation. Discussions on the place of women in society, their changing public roles in different social classes and cultures have been at the center of attention in the modern-day world as well. 
The “Prize of the Publishing Community” will award the best intellectual books of the past year (from academic studies to essayistic books) in the following nominations:
1. The choice of independent bookshops;
2. The choice of leading libraries;
3. The choice of literary critics and journalists; 

4. Special prize “For Contribution to the Intellectual Community”. 
In the first three nominations the winner is selected on a contest basis while the winner in the fourth nomination is decided by the expert committee of the non/fictio№ book fair. 
Day of the Librarian. Friday 30 November.
The Day of the Librarian has been organized by the non/fictio№ book fair and the Russian State Children’s Library, curators of the “Territory of Knowledge” for children.  

On 30 November, the entire territory of the book fair will be given over to librarians for a whole day for events involving librarians, authors, publishers, and curators of children’s book projects. Librarians from Moscow and the provinces will be able to discuss the vital problems in the field of children’s reading.

For the specialists registered to take part in the Day of the Librarian the entrance to the book fair will be free on 30 November. The recipients of the “library invitation” will get certificates from the Study Center of the State Children’s Library about their participation in the event.

Conference “Horizons of Expectations”. Saturday 1 December. 
The association of cultural managers with the support of the “Oxford-Russia Fund” will hold an open conference “Horizons of Expectations: Contemporary Perception of the Cultural, Historical and Economic ‘Texts’ and Prospects for its Continuation”; it will take place in the Film and Concert Hall of the Central House of Artists. 
The conference will focus on the contemporary agenda of expectations, such as the changing limits and boundaries for living entities, the gap between interpretation of political intentions and participation in political processes, overcoming misunderstandings in the language, thinking, and society. 

The conference program will include happenings, performances, speeches by sociologists, bio-technologists, psychologists, cultural scientists, authors, translators, artists, and actors, and also presentations of creative and scholarly papers by students from 14 Russian universities  
Supported by the French Institute attached to the Embassy of France in Russia the conference is an interdisciplinary event and should be of interest to the widest audiences. 
International illustrators’ program “Books DNA”. Saturday and Sunday, 1-2 December
For whole two days: 1 and 2 December, the international program of illustrators “Books DNA” (curator Elena Rymshina) will be held within the framework of non/fictio№20 with the support of the Federal Agency for Publishing and Mass Communications. The event will take place at the DNA Hall of the Central House of Artists. From morning to late night some leading Russian and foreign graphic artists will give lectures, master classes, and interviews talking about their work, best projects, favorite books, and publishing programs. The Russian book designers will include Anton Lomaev (St Petersburg) who has illustrated Herman Melville’s Moby Dick; Ekaterina Mikhalina, Grand Prix winner of the “Ananas Illustration Exhibition & Awards” international competition in Beijing in 2018; Masha Titova, the first among Russian designers and illustrators who created the trademark style for the 2019 Bologna Children’s Book Fair; Alisa Yufa whose remarkable books will be presented by the International Festival of Book Illustration and Graphic Literature “MORS”; Igor Aleinikov, winner of the 2018 Hans-Christian Andersen Prize.

The illustrators’ program has been supported by the centers for developing reading habits and promoting books of many European countries. Thanks to their international cooperation it has been possible to invite such speakers as Elena Pasoli, exhibition manager of the Bologna Children’s Book Fair, and Gracia Gotti (Italy), an excellent Italian artist Alessandro Sanna, the British artist and author Rob Biddulph, the Polish author and illustrator of children’s books Pieter Karski, the outstandingly popular author of manga comics Riyoko Ikeda (Japan), the German illustrator Falk Nordmann who is highly popular in Germany, the wonderful Baltic artists Regina Lukk-Toompere (Estonia) and Ausra Kiudulaite (Lithuania), the famous Bulgarian book designer Jassen Guzelev, and the young but very active Czech artist Vendula Chalánková.
The program is intended for a wide range of listeners: students and teachers at art colleges of Russia, designers, illustrators and publishers attending non/fictio№20.
Thematic sections of NON/FICTIO№20

Children’s program at the “Territory of Knowledge”
The stands of children’s book publishers and the “Territory of Knowledge” will be traditionally located on the third floor. The children’s program’s curator at non/fictio№20 is the Russian State Children’s Library. The theme this year is “The Visual World of Childhood”. 

The importance of illustration in children’s books is very high. Graphic images created by illustrators make it possible for the child to understand what the story is about and thus it is a way of understanding the surrounding world. 

According to the curator’s intentions, the design of the “Territory of Knowledge” and the program of events should demonstrate that illustrations in the children’s book are no less important than the text and so the artist and the author are equally involved in the creation of a children’s book. 
“Territory of Knowledge” will be divided into five thematic sections. One of them will be devoted to Czech book illustrations. Presented here will be works by David Bohm, Pavel Czech, Lucie Lomova, Petr Nikl, and others. Each work is an original world of personalities and plots where the artist deals not only with words and images but also turns to other art fields, such as the cinema, performance, music, theater, and photography.

To mark the fact that in 2018 for the first time in 42 years a Russian artist won the Hans-Christian Andersen Prize - Igor Aleinikov - a separate section will be set aside for his new book: a graphic novel Teremok (based on Vladimir Dahl’s fairytale “Little Mouse the Burrow”.) Additional illustrations, left out from the publication, will be displayed in this exhibition.
In view of the fact that Italy is the guest of honor this year, the “Territory of Knowledge” will present two Italian exhibitions of contemporary Italian illustrations (previously exhibited at the Bologna Book Fair) and also some Russian illustrations to Italian children’s books. 

For the centenary of the great Russian children’s writer and translator Boris Zakhoder the famous Russian-Finnish artist Alexander Raikhshtein will present a large-scale interactive exhibition devoted to Zakhoder’s work. Apart from illustrations to Zakhoder’s books and translations enormous interactive installations for children of all ages will be erected in the “Territory of Knowledge”. 

Specially for non/fictio№20 the Russian State Children’s Library jointly with the best children’s publishers, some embassies, and cultural centers will prepare an extensive program consisting of 120 events. Taking part in the program of events will be some famous authors from Italy: Paola Dzannoner and Nadia Terranova, Czech authors and illustrators Katarina Mazurova and Vendula Chalánková, French writers Clémentine Beauvais, writers from Norway Maria Parr and Alfred Fidjestøl, the British author and artist Rob Biddulph, and the American writer Amy Harmon. Special attention will be given to master-classes and meetings with artists, including such recognized European masters as Pietr Karski (Poland) and also some young but already established Russian illustrators: Yuri Skomorokhov, Masha Krasnova-Shabaeva, Masha Berezina, Timofei Maksimov, to name a few. 
The children’s program of events will also include meetings with Marina Aromshtam, Maria Buras, Jacob Wegelius (Sweden), Mikhail Vizel, Alexander Gavrilov, Artur Givargizov, Sergei Dmitriev, Andrei Zhvalevsky, Ekaterina Zhdanova, Irina Zartaiskaya, Martia Kabanova, Asya Kravchenko. Maxim Krongaus, Alexandra Litvina, Natalia Lomykina, Olga Myaeots, Evgenia Pasternak, Olga Posukh, Anna Rastorgueva, Ekaterina Stepanenko, Sarah Schwardt (Sweden), Tamara Eidelman, Galina Yuzefovich and some other distinguished authors, literary critics, translators, teachers, and scholars.
The section “Books on Gastronomy” was launched in 2013 and covers a wider range of themes than just gastronomy. Apart from culinary art, it comprises books on regional geography, travelling, cultural studies, and a number of related subjects no less exciting. Particular features of national cuisines in various countries are closely connected to the country’s historical and cultural traditions, and the aim of this section is to trace these connections. “Books on Gastronomy” attempt to look at national cuisines through the country’s history and culture, and, vice versa, to look at the country’s history and culture through its culinary art. 
During non/fictio№20 the discussion platform of “Books on Gastronomy” section will present programs on gastronomy, regional geography, and cultural studies from different countries. Each year these programs feature authors of popular culinary books, professional cooks, travellers, restaurateurs, bloggers, and other interesting speakers.
Cecile Rogue, the founder of the school “The Art of French-style Living”, will talk about the finer points of French family feasts and its ages-old traditions which are observed to this day and are treated as an informal part of the cultural heritage of France. The Czech chef Tomas Courek, winner of the prize “Best Chef of 2015/2016”, invites visitors to his talk “Czech Cuisine Today”. Head of the cultural section of the Taiwan Representation in Moscow Nicholas Hsu will talk about culinary preferences in Taiwan through the prism of the national culture and history. The German Book Center, the Frankfurt Bookfair Representation, and Ivan Limbakh Press will present the book entitled End to Abstinence! Book about Bars, Cocktails, Self-praise, and the Delights of Decadence, which is a good guide for travelling around the “seven circles of temptation”. 
Anna Pavlovskaya, Professor of History, head of the department for regional geography at Moscow University, President of the Academy of the Theory and Culture of Gastronomy, will give a lecture on “Russian Cuisine as a World Brand: Is that True?” Journalists Nika Makhlina and Ivan Bolshakov will talk about ways to present food subjects in a modern way, about their travels, and their experiences in creating interesting cases concerning food and travels. Ivan Shishkin, co-founder of the series of restaurants “Delicatessen” and “Youth”, author of the book Under Your Apron, and Sergei Leonov, chef at the networks of cafes “Our Daily Bread” and author of the book Food as Festival, will talk about the secrets of their profession and discuss some culinary experiments with the audience. Anna Kharzeeva, founder of the culinary education club “Samovar Cook&Chat Club” and a co-founder of the social business company “My Sisters”, will give two lectures at the book fair: “May I have some more? Culture, Language, History, and More without Leaving the Table”, and “Khachapuri and Friendship for Dinner in a Georgian Village”.
Other speakers include Anastasia Zurabova, Olesya Kuprin, Anastasia Ponedelnik, Andrei Tulsky, Irina Chadeeva, and other distinguished specialists. 

Antique Book Fair was first held in 2005 and has been a constant feature of non/fictio№ ever since. Despite the fact that book antiquary is an isolated and narrow field in the old art market our Antique Book Fair not only survived but managed to strengthen its positions. During the past years it has won popularity and trust of old book connoisseurs and collectors.
This symbiosis of the elitist antique books exhibition (and this is traditionally a most respected sphere of collecting) and a major display of contemporary literature turned out to be extremely successful. Walking around the halls of the Central House of Artists we can see both the historical and contemporary situation of the publishing business and appreciate the role of books in the development of Russian culture.
At the same time with non/fictio№20 there is a display of vinyl records, CDs, vintage appliances and accessories. The last few years non/fictio№ has been attracting not only lovers of quality literature but also music lovers who collect unique musical documents of the past years. This union of the literature and music within the framework of the same event has been well appreciated by a large number of visitors. Unique and rare editions on display by small and independent book publishers, on the one hand, and vinyl collectors, on the other, successfully supplement each other on the shelves of music and literature lovers.

This year, according to the long-established tradition at non/fictio№, several award ceremonies for winners and finalists of literary prizes will take place on its grounds:
